Note that David Surname is 17 and 

is eligible to play All Age for 

Macquarie Dragons even though 

the system prevents this 

 

The system is set up to register the 

player in the correct age group and 

to charge the correct age related 

registration fee. 

 

The system has found that the 

correct registration grade for David 

Surname is under 18s. 

 

If David Surname wants to play All 

Age, the Club Registrar and the All 

Age Convener will sort out the 

correct teams after registration is 

complete. 

 

Select the correct product. 
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This page displays the correct fee 

applicable. 

 

The fee may be a higher amount 

than the PRICE FROM $206.29 

advertised for the product. 

 

This may because there may be 

some discount or voucher that you 

are not eligible for. 

 

Non-student players who choose 

worker registration products will 

still see the student option but 

should not choose this option as 

this will negatively impact your 

insurance cover should you get 

injured. 

 
Adults players seeking a tertiary 

student discount should ensure 

you choose the relevant student 

product rather than the worker 

product and also tick the tertiary 

student box to get the full student 

pricing 
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Early bird discounts will be applied 

by the system to eligible products. 

Early bird discounts do not apply to 

all products. 

 

The system will automatically apply 

sibling discounts if applicable. 
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You will be asked to check and 

update the participant details.

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Next screen asks you to answer 

about international transfers – 

existing players who played last 

year will answer  

“YES” while new players who have 

not played before will answer “I 

HAVE NEVER REGISTERED TO 

PLAY FOOTBALL BEFORE”. 

Players transferring from overseas 

should contact the Club Registrar. 

 

 
Review your order and click 

continue - if you need to modify 

your product selection or details,  

select ’Modify’ in the appropriate 

section to do so. 
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If any of the details are incorrect 

click on the word Modify. 

 

 

You will need to tick both boxes 

circled in green. 

 
  

You must agree with the terms and 

conditions in the pop-up window. 

 

If you have some concerns about 

these terms and conditions please 

contact a Macquarie Dragons 

Executive.

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The next screen is to make 

payment – all payments are to be 

made via credit card.
